Parish Collection Envelopes: The new boxes of envelopes have now been distributed. If you  
have not received your box yet or would like to contribute to the parish using the envelopes, 
please contact the parish office. You may a different number on your envelopes to the 
previous year . This is due to the numbers being allocated to parishioners automatically by the 
computer.  
If you pay income tax, please remember to fill in and return the Gift Aid Form at the 
front of your box to the parish office. If you pay income tax and sign the form, we can claim 
an extra 25p in every pound you donate via envelopes. This does not incur any additional cost 
for you. We cannot claim full gift aid on loose plate collections. Last year  
145 people signed up for gift aid. Over 200 people with envelopes did not sign up for gift aid. 
Not all of these people are non tax payers. We claimed an extra £10, 000 last year back from 
the Government at no extra cost to those parishioners.
